Abstract. Based on records made between c. 1994 and
2013 in the eastern Azerbaijan, 66 species of parasitoids
infecting larvae and pupae of 8 species of leaf-rollers, Archips
rosanus (Linnaeus, 1758), 4. xylosteana (Linnaeus, 1758),
Cydia pomonella (Linnaeus, 1758), Epinotia demarniana
(Fischer von Roslerstamm, 1840), Eudemis profundana ([De-
nis et Schiffermiiller], 1775), Hedya nubiferana (Haworth,
1811), Pandemis cerasana (Hubner, 1786) and Tortrix viri-
dana Linnaeus, 1758) have been identified. Nine parasitoid
species, Goniozus claripennis Foerster, 1851 of Bethylidae,
Triclistus globulipes (Desvignes, 1856) of Ichneumonidae,
Pteromalus chrysos Walker, 1836, Pachyneuron formosum
Walker, 1833, Eulophus larvarum Linneaeus, 1758, Pedio-
bius bruchicida (Rondani, 1872) and Elasmus flabellatus
(Fonscolombe, 1832) of Chalcidoidea, and Cadurcia lucens
Villeneuve, 1926 and C. casta (Rondani, 1861) of Tachinidae
are recorded for Azerbaijan for the first time.
